	What has been the impact on pupils’ attainment?
	There is an Increased enthusiasm for school and attendance has improved which in turn impacts upon attainment
Through forest school pupils feel able to express themselves emotionally and have the capacity to develop their well being and self regulate which in turns supports attainment
Key learning skills such as collaboration, resilience and perseverance have been developed and are becoming embedded. As a result there are fewer incidence of children expressing social and emotional emergency needs.
