	Intent
	At St Boniface RC Primary School, we provide our children with a high-quality computing education that equips pupils to use computational thinking and creativity to understand and change the world. Our teaching of computing will include computer science, in which pupils are taught the principles of information and computation, how digital systems work, and how to put this knowledge to use through programming. We aim to build on this knowledge and understanding, to equip pupils to use information technology to create programs, systems and a range of content. We aim to ensure that pupils become digitally literate – able to use, and express themselves and develop their ideas through information and communication technology – at a level suitable for the future workplace and as active participants in a digital world.


	Implementation

How will we achieve our aims?
	At St Boniface we implement a Computing curriculum that is progressive throughout the school. It is challenging, inspiring and fun. It supports our children to develop their knowledge, ability to apply and understanding of the matters, skills and processes involved in computer science, information technology and digital literacy. As part of our Magic Monday curriculum offer, we have an expert from Technola Computing who deliver coding, robotics, computer hardware and research projects to stimulate and challenge pupils whilst fulfilling the criteria of the Computing national curriculum for Key Stages 1 and 2 in England. Pupils are equipped with the skills necessary to thrive in an increasingly digital society and to keep themselves safe in their online interactions.  Pupils learn the value of a multidisciplinary approach as they develop their logic and creativity through tasks that require them to draw on their mathematical, scientific and design and technology skills. Each child creates programs, systems and a range of content as evidence of their progress and attainment. Pupils work with a partner on iPads and learn how to navigate iOS, IT skills and how to save and organise work in a logical manner.


	Impact

How will we know if we have achieved our aims?
	At St Boniface RC Primary School, we measure the success of our computing curriculum through the knowledge, skills and confidence that pupils demonstrate in their use of technology. By the time pupils leave our school, they will:
· Be digitally literate – Pupils will confidently and responsibly use technology to express themselves, develop their ideas and communicate effectively, ensuring they are prepared for the future workplace and active participation in a digital society.
· Demonstrate computational thinking – Pupils will be able to apply logic, problem-solving and creativity in various contexts, showing a secure understanding of how digital systems work and how to programme and manipulate them.
· Showcase a range of digital skills – Through experiences in programming, robotics and digital content creation, pupils will produce programmes, systems and projects that reflect their progress and achievement.
· Use technology safely and ethically – Pupils will understand the importance of online safety, data protection and responsible digital behaviour, ensuring they engage respectfully with the digital world.
· Apply cross-curricular learning – Pupils will integrate computing knowledge across the curriculum, fostering a multidisciplinary approach.
