Through Art and design, we aim to encourage self-expression, creativity, confidence, and a sense of individual identity. We aim to inspire a love of art in our children and an understanding of how art and design reflects and shapes our history and heritage, and contributes to the culture, creativity, and richness of societies all over the world. In line with the National Curriculum, we aim to engage, inspire, and challenge our children, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. 


Implementation
 At St Boniface Primary School, we implement an Art and Design curriculum that delivers a rich and exciting experience. Art is taught focusing on the knowledge and skills stated in the National Curriculum, ensuring that knowledge builds progressively and that pupils develop skills systematically. Our Art curriculum provides pupils with opportunities to develop their skills using a range of media and materials. Pupils learn the skills of drawing, painting, printing, collage, and sculpture and are given the opportunity to explore and evaluate different creative ideas. Pupils will explore colour, pattern, texture, line, shape, form and space when practising these fundamental elements, developing their creativity and mastery of techniques. Skills are introduced and built upon and the ongoing use of sketchbook work underpins the process. Pupils will practice and develop sketchbook use, incorporating a variety of activities and skills: drawing techniques to observe, discover and experiment, exploring colour and materials such as paint, charcoal and pastels, recording ideas and developing opinions. Pupils will be introduced to a range of works and develop knowledge of the styles and vocabulary used by artists. They will be able to discuss what the artist may be saying to the viewer, what they like or dislike and how it might inspire them to make their own artwork. Pupils will also be able to reflect and evaluate their own work through regular conversations with others.


Impact
At St Boniface Primary School, the curriculum design will lead to progress over time across key stages relative to a child’s individual starting point and their progression of skills. Our Art and Design curriculum will also lead pupils to be enthusiastic Art and Design learners, evidenced in a range of ways, including pupil voice, their sketchbooks and final pieces of work. We want our pupils to be confident to explore, experiment and take risks, placing value on the process and journey that they take and not just on a final product. Our pupils are able to evaluate one another’s’ work, offering constructive advice and points of development. Pupil’s work will be evidenced using floor books, on-going sketch books and classroom displays.
In addition, it is the intended impact that the children:
· Are inspired by the Art Curriculum and want to learn more. Their enquiry skills are improved as is their inquisitiveness about the world around them
· Show the progression in their skills, knowledge and understanding in the work in their books.
· Can discuss the learning and remember what they have learnt.
· Can use technical vocabulary with accuracy.
· Can identify some key artists and talk about their work.
