Curriculum
In English, we will be exploring the futuristic and thought-provoking story of ‘Robot Girl’ by Malorie Blackman. This text will allow the children to develop their inference and prediction skills while exploring themes of technology and emotion. In Maths, we will move on to focus on multiplication and division, building on prior knowledge and applying strategies to solve problems. In Science, our topic is Space, where we will explore the planets in our solar system, the movement of the Earth and Moon, and how day and night occur through exciting investigations and activities. In History, we will continue our study of the Anglo-Saxons, and in Geography, we will look at Northumberland. We will also continue with Spanish, Art/DT, PSHE, Music, RE, and Technola as part of our wider curriculum.
PE Days
PE will continue to take place on the following days:
· Mondays – children should come to school in their full PE kit.
· Wednesdays – children should bring their PE kit in a bag to change into.
PE Kit: Plain white t-shirt, black shorts, and trainers. For colder weather, children may wear a plain black or navy jumper and joggers.

Reading at home each night remains a key part of learning in Year 5 – it develops vocabulary, fluency, and understanding. Weekly spellings will continue to be sent home for practice, with tests taking place every Tuesday.

· Mathletics tasks linked to classroom learning.
· Occasional tasks in other subjects to support topic work.
