Dear Parents/Carers,
Here is some general information for the start of the school year. 

School Day:
The school day starts at 8.45am and finishes at 3.15pm. Good attendance and punctuality are vital for your child settling into school routines. The children must be in full school uniform including black school shoes and their tie and will need to bring their school bag with them each day. 
General Information:
PE- PE will take place on Mondays & Tuesdays this half term. On Mondays children should come to school wearing their PE kits to enable Magic Mondays to flow smoothly. On Tuesdays, children should bring their PE kits in to school and will get changed into them at lesson time. PE kits comprise of a white t-shirt, navy shorts (jogging bottoms) and black pumps or trainers.
Coats- Please ensure that your child has a warm, waterproof coat in school with them every day as many of our learning opportunities take place outside.
Water Bottles- Children will need to bring a water bottle to school with them each day. This can be refilled in school as required. Please can you make sure that you are not sending juice in your child’s water bottle.
Communication- If you would like to discuss anything with us please send me a message via class dojo and we will share relevant information or arrange a face to face meeting.
Dinners- Please remember to order your child’s school dinner online via school grid.
Magic Monday- On Monday’s the children will be having a very active learning day. Children should come to school in their PE kits and bring a coat as there will be lots of outdoor learning opportunities. 
Behaviour/Rewards system:
· DOJOs – awarded each day for the children making good choices. 
· Stars of the week – 2 children per class each week awarded in our whole school celebration assembly.
· Saint of the week – awarded to a child who embodies our school values.
Homework:
Reading books- Children will bring home a new reading book each Friday. It is vital that children read and reread this book several times throughout the week in order to develop fluency and a deeper understanding. On the inside cover of each book, you will find a list of sounds, tricky words and key vocab that your child should be able to read prior to attempting the book. On the back page, you will find some questions that you can ask your child in order to develop their comprehension skills. Please sign your child’s diary each time they read and make a comment based on how they have done. We recommend 10-15 minutes reading every night.
Maths- Login details for Timetables Rock Stars and Mathletics will be stuck in the front of your child’s reading diary. Time Tables Rock Stars should be accessed regularly. By the end of year 2, children are expected to know x10, x2 and x5 multiplication and division facts. A new task will be set on Mathletics each week, this will link to our current learning for that week.
Emile Spelling- Spelling homework tailored to your child’s phonics/spelling group will be set weekly.
