	Physical development
	Physical development is about both gross and fine motor skills, as well as healthy self-care habits. Children will have daily opportunities to move freely and develop coordination, balance, and control through climbing, running, jumping, and other large movements. Alongside this, fine motor skills—such as holding a pencil, using scissors, fastening buttons, and pouring—are nurtured to prepare children for writing and self-care. There is also an emphasis on healthy choices, such as the importance of being active, eating well and learning independence with dressing and toileting. These skills are closely linked to children’s confidence and readiness for more formal learning.

	Communication, Language & Literacy. 
	Children’s spoken language, listening, and understanding skills form the foundation of all learning. In the early years, children will be immersed in language-rich environments where conversations, storytelling, songs, and role-play encourage them to develop a wide and varied vocabulary. Practitioners will model new words in context, encourage children to articulate their thoughts, and give them opportunities to listen carefully to others. The focus is on enabling children to express themselves clearly and confidently, while also building the ability to follow instructions and engage in meaningful back-and-forth conversations

	Literacy learning in the early years is focused on fostering a love of stories, books, and writing. Children will engage in daily story sharing, nursery rhymes, and songs to build early comprehension skills and awareness of rhythm and rhyme. They will begin to link sounds and letters through phonics and develop the ability to recognise familiar words. Mark-making activities—whether drawing, painting, or writing their names—support early writing development. By the end of the early years, children will be encouraged to write simple sentences and use their knowledge of sounds to spell words, while also being able to understand and talk about what they have read.

	Understanding the World 
	This area introduces children to the wider world around them, encouraging curiosity and respect for different people, places, and environments. They will learn about the past and present by talking about their own families, events, and stories from history. Diversity and community are celebrated through learning about different cultures, beliefs, and traditions. Children will also explore the natural world—observing plants, animals, weather, and seasonal changes—building an early understanding of science. Hands-on exploration, such as gardening, nature walks, and using simple technology, helps children make sense of the world and their place within it.

	Mathematics 
	Early maths is taught through play, problem solving, and exploration of the world around children. The focus is on developing a strong sense of number—recognising numerals, counting objects, comparing quantities, and understanding the concept of more or fewer. Children will explore numerical patterns, such as odd and even numbers, doubling, and sequences. While shape, space, and measures are no longer a separate Early Learning Goal, they remain embedded in practice through activities like building with blocks, cooking, and exploring capacity with sand and water. The aim is for children to see maths as practical, enjoyable, and relevant to everyday life.
