	1
	Sea Creatures
	- Explore different sea creatures. - Name fish, crabs, starfish, etc. Activities: Sensory trays with sea animals, matching creature pictures.
	- Identify and describe sea creatures. - Sort creatures by features (fins, legs, shells). Activities: Draw sea creatures, label parts, sort animals.
	Role-play: Aquarium or beach tank. Construction: Build underwater scenes with blocks. Creative: Sea creature collage. Outdoor: Sea animal movement games.

	2
	Rockpools & Shells
	- Explore shells, pebbles, and rocks. - Talk about textures and shapes. Activities: Shell rubbing, sorting shells and pebbles.
	- Identify rockpool creatures. - Describe textures and patterns. Activities: Make shell art, create simple observational drawings.
	Role-play: Beachcomber or rockpool explorer. Construction: Rockpool small world. Creative: Shell necklaces or pictures. Outdoor: Shell hunt or pebble counting.

	3
	Boats & Floating
	- Explore boats and floating objects. - Test what floats or sinks. Activities: Water tray experiments, small boat races.
	- Predict whether objects float or sink. - Observe results and discuss. Activities: Record predictions, design simple boats.
	Role-play: Harbour or dock. Construction: Build boats from blocks or recycled materials. Creative: Decorate boats. Outdoor: Water plays with floating toys.

	4
	The Beach & Sand
	- Explore sand and beach activities. - Build simple sand structures. Activities: Sandcastle building, burying objects, sand painting.
	- Talk about beach environment. - Describe what is found at the beach. Activities: Draw beach scenes, write labels for objects.
	Role-play: Beach café or lifeguard station. Construction: Build sandcastles or beach huts with blocks. Creative: Sand art or textured paintings. Outdoor: Sandcastle competitions, treasure hunts.

	5
	Seaside Safety & Conservation
	- Talk about staying safe at the beach. - Discuss keeping the seaside clean. Activities: Sorting litter vs natural objects, simple safety rules.
	- Explain beach safety rules. - Describe ways to protect the sea and animals. Activities: Posters about safety, recycling/clean-up discussion.
	Role-play: Lifeguard station. Construction: Build beach area with clean-up tools. Creative: Make “Save the Sea” posters. Outdoor: Beach clean-up games, role-play safety scenarios.

	6
	Celebrating the Sea
	- Share what they have learned about the sea and beach. - Join in songs and stories about the sea. Activities: Show-and-tell, sea songs, puppet shows.
	- Retell facts about sea creatures and seaside activities. - Present favourite activities. Activities: “Seaside Gallery” display, draw/write favourite sea creature.
	Role-play: Aquarium or seaside exhibition. Construction: Display sea scenes and boats. Creative: Sea creature models and mobiles. Outdoor: Seaside role-play games, treasure hunts.
