
Dear Parents and Carers,
We hope you have had a lovely break. This half term in Nursery, we will be learning about a variety of celebrations and traditions that families may take part in. We will talk about how different people celebrate special times of the year and encourage children to share their own experiences.
In Geography, we will be discussing how living in Lower Broughton can be different from living in another country—exploring homes, weather, foods, and daily life around the world.
In Science, we will be exploring freezing and melting through hands-on activities.
In Design Technology, we will be learning about cooking, mixing and measuring ingredients.
In Maths, we will focus on numbers 1–5, repeating patterns, and 2D shapes.
In Phonics, we will continue working on initial sounds—listening carefully for the sounds we hear at the beginning of words.
How you can support learning at home
Here are some small, fun activities you can try:
· Celebrations: Look at family photos of birthdays or special events and talk about what you did together.
· Geography: Compare your home to a picture of a home in another country (hot or cold). Discuss what is the same and what is different.
· Science: Freeze small toys in ice cubes and let your child explore how to melt them.
· DT: Let your child help stir, pour, or measure ingredients when cooking simple recipes.
· Maths: Count objects around the home (1–5), create simple repeating patterns with toys, or look for circles, squares and triangles during walks.
· Phonics: Play “I spy” using initial sounds, such as “I spy something beginning with s…”

Important Reminders
· The school day starts at 8:45am and ends at 3:10pm.
Please be punctual, as a smooth start to the day helps children feel settled and ready to learn.
· As the weather is changing, please ensure your child is dressed appropriately. We access outdoor learning every day, whatever the weather.
· Please LABEL all items of clothing, including hats, scarves, gloves and coats, to help us return lost items quickly.
· Please provide your child with a drinks bottle daily filled with fresh water. 
· Please keep toys at home, lost or broken toys can cause children to become upset, we have plenty of toys to go around in class.
