This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At St Boniface RC Primary, the teaching of music focuses on developing pupils’ knowledge and skills in performing, composing (including notation), and appraising. Our music curriculum is informed by the Model Music Curriculum, supported by the Get Set 4 Music scheme of work and Music Education resources.
Pupils experience a broad and balanced curriculum, with sufficient time allocated to ensure progression in musical knowledge, skills, and understanding. Music is taught through dedicated lessons delivered by a teacher during Magic Mondays, alongside cross-curricular links that integrate music into other subjects. Additional opportunities for singing are provided through assemblies, fostering confidence and musical expression.
In the EYFS, music is taught by class teachers, with Continuous Provision activities, both indoors and outdoors. These are designed to nurture children’s early musical awareness and creativity.
Across all key stages, pupils have regular opportunities to sing and play a range of percussion instruments, developing performance skills and enjoyment of music-making.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	At St Boniface RC Primary, pupils are provided with a rich variety of opportunities to sing and play music beyond lesson time. These activities are designed to deepen pupils’ enjoyment of music, strengthen their performance skills, and support progression beyond the core curriculum.
In Key Stage 2, pupils are invited to join the school choir, which is open to all and led by a member of staff. The choir promotes inclusion and teamwork while developing vocal confidence, musicality, and performance experience. The choir has been developed with the intention to perform at school and community events, helping to build pride and connection with the wider community.
Musical after-school clubs run weekly, providing further opportunities for pupils to extend their learning. One club is led by a specialist music teacher and focuses on instrumental tuition, enabling pupils to develop technical skill and musicianship. Another club, led by school staff. These clubs ensure that musical participation is accessible to all pupils, regardless of previous experience.
To enhance listening and appraising skills, pupils explore a different musical genre each week, ‘Genre of the Week’. Three curated songs are shared in school and with families via ClassDojo by the school’s music lead. This approach encourages pupils to broaden their musical horizons, develop preferences, and discuss music at home, fostering lifelong engagement and appreciation of the arts.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	At St Boniface RC Primary, pupils are provided with a range of enriching musical experiences that enhance their enjoyment, confidence, and understanding of music in different contexts.
Weekly hymn practice allows all pupils to develop their singing skills and understanding of collective worship through song. During assemblies, pupils sing hymns together, fostering a sense of community and shared spiritual expression.
In addition, pupils in Years 3 and 4 receive specialist singing lessons through the Salford Singing programme. These sessions build vocal technique, ensemble skills, and performance confidence while supporting the development of pupils’ musical understanding in line with the Model Music Curriculum.
To inspire pupils and broaden their exposure to live performance, a member of staff or guest musician performs once each term, linked to the school’s ‘Genre of the Week’. This provides pupils with the opportunity to experience a range of musical styles and instruments, encouraging curiosity, appreciation, and aspiration in music.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	A key focus of our future plans is the development and expansion of our choir. We aim to provide all students with the opportunity to participate and ensure that our choir is a platform for creativity, teamwork, and artistic expression.
In the coming academic years, we plan to enhance our music provision by offering a wide range of performance opportunities, both within the school and beyond. This will include a broader array of extracurricular activities, such as additional music ensembles, instrumental groups, and themed concerts, to cater to diverse interests and talents. We also aim to provide students with enriching opportunities to engage with professional musicians and participate in workshops that will help cultivate their musical skills.
In addition to our in-school offerings, we are dedicated to providing more opportunities for pupils to experience music outside of the classroom. This includes organising trips to concerts, musical festivals, and performances at various venues, giving pupils the chance to experience high-level music in a variety of settings.
