	Contextual factors that impact upon Music
	New Scheme Introduction:
· The introduction of the "Get Set 4 Music" scheme is a positive development, but it requires significant time for both teachers and pupils to adapt to the new materials and approaches. Staff familiarisation with the scheme will be essential.

Specialist Teacher Provision:
· Every Monday, each KS1 and KS2 class is fortunate to have access to a specialist teacher for instrumental lessons. This enhances the quality of music education. However, ensuring that class teachers are also confident in delivering the non-instrumental parts of the music curriculum is an ongoing priority this academic year. 

Developing listening and Appraising skills:
· Pupils enhance their listening and appraising skills by exploring a different music genre each week. Each week, three curated songs will be provided for students to listen to and choose from. These songs will also be shared with parents via ClassDojo, allowing pupils to extend their learning and further develop these skills at home.


	Overview of Current Status

Music Curriculum Implementation:
· This year, the school has implemented the "Get Set 4 Music" scheme for all year groups.
· Each Magic Monday, a music teacher delivers instrumental lessons to Year 1 – Year 6, which is new for the academic year.

Staff Training:
· Teachers are familiarising themselves with the "Get Set 4 Music" scheme to ensure consistency in delivery.

Pupil Engagement:
· Early indications suggest students are engaging positively with the music lessons.
· Instrumental sessions have started successfully, with pupils showing enthusiasm for learning to play an instrument.

Assessment and Progress:
· Baseline assessments will be in progress to gauge St Boniface’s initial musical knowledge and skill levels.
· Formal assessments are yet to be established, but formative assessments are being done to monitor engagement and participation.

Resources and Facilities:
· New resources related to the "Get Set 4 Music" scheme will be utilised.


	Long Term Strategic Aims
	Develop a Consistent and Progressive Music Curriculum
· Ensure the curriculum builds on skills and knowledge year on year, adhering to the National Curriculum requirements for music.
· Continue to intergrate the Get Set 4 Music scheme fully to provide structured and engaging lessons, including instrumental learning for each year group.
· Focus on developing pupils' understanding of rhythm, melody, and basic musical notation.
· Continue with ‘Genre of the week’, to enhance pupils listening and appraising skills. 


 Enhance Pupil Engagement and Creativity in Music
· Encourage creativity and self-expression through composition, improvisation, and performance opportunities.
· Foster a positive attitude towards music by making lessons interactive, fun, and culturally diverse, exposing pupils to a variety of musical genres and traditions.
· Provide opportunities for pupils to showcase their skills through performances, such as school assemblies, concerts, or community events.

Equip Pupils with Lifelong Musical Skills
· Develop pupils' technical proficiency with various musical instruments, ensuring every child gain hands-on experience, with a particular focus on key instruments taught in lessons.
· Strengthen their aural skills, including listening and appraising music, so they can make musical judgments and understand how music fits into their everyday lives.

Foster Collaboration with External Music Specialists
· Maintain close collaboration with external instrumental teachers to ensure high-quality music teaching and to provide continuity between classroom and instrumental lessons.
· Ensure regular feedback and communication between classroom teachers and visiting specialists to track pupil progress and align lesson content.

Build an Inclusive and Accessible Music Program
· Ensure that the music program is accessible to all students, including those with additional learning needs and pupils with EAL (English as an Additional Language).
· Develop differentiated learning strategies and use adaptive instruments/technologies to meet the needs of all learners, ensuring equal participation in music lessons.

Integrate Music with Other Areas of the Curriculum
· Promote cross-curricular links by integrating music with subjects like history, English, and ICT, such as studying historical periods through music or using technology to compose and edit music.
· Use music as a tool for enhancing literacy, numeracy, and emotional well-being across the school.

Improve Pupil Assessment in Music
· Develop a robust system for assessing musical progress, focusing on both formative and summative assessments, with clear criteria that measure technical skills, creativity, and understanding.
· Use assessment data to inform teaching strategies, offering targeted support to pupils who require additional help and extension activities for those excelling.

Provide Opportunities for Professional Development
· Ensure that St Boniface staff are involved in music teaching have access to regular CPD opportunities to stay up to date with new teaching methods, resources, and tools.

	Next Steps
	Autumn

Establish Instrumental Lessons- Magic Monday
· Begin instrumental lessons with music teacher, ensuring all pupils get hands-on experience.
· Monitor and support pupils' progress in these instrumental sessions by coordinating with the music cover teacher.
Continue to familiarise with the Music Scheme (Get Set 4 Music)
· Ensure that all St Boniface teachers are familiar Get Set 4 Music scheme and its resources. 
Initial Pupil Assessments
· Conduct baseline assessments to understand the current musical knowledge and skills of each pupil.
· Use simple, informal assessments (e.g., observing participation, ability to follow rhythms) to gauge musical readiness.
Introduction to Salford singing
Each week Year 3 and Year 4 will partake in 30 minute singing sessions. 
Set Behavioural and Engagement Expectations
· Foster enthusiasm and a positive classroom environment for music, setting expectations for respectful listening, collaboration, and participation.
· Use the opportunity to encourage pupils to appreciate different music genres and cultures in an engaging way.
Exposure 
Children to watch a trumpet performance by Mr Bland!
Provide after school opportunities in music 
· Ukulele club and Music club from Autumn 1
· Christmas Choir from Autumn 2.
· Year 3 and Year 4 to perform in a Christmas Carol Service! 

	Spring

Build on Technical Musical Skills
· Expand on aural skills with regular listening and appraising activities, asking pupils to identify instruments or describe the mood/tempo of a piece.
· Encourage more pupil involvement for ‘Genre of the week’.
 Assess Mid-Year Progress
· Conduct mid-year formative assessments, such as performance tasks, where pupils demonstrate what they’ve learned so far (e.g., playing a rhythm or short tune).
· Use this data to identify areas where pupils need additional support or extension activities.
Prepare for Cross-Curricular Links
· If possible, start planning music-related activities that tie into other subjects, like using music to tell historical stories (e.g., learning songs from specific time periods).
· Integrate basic literacy into music by focusing on musical terms and vocabulary (e.g., tempo, rhythm, beat) in lessons.

Continue to encourage out of school opportunities in music 
· Encourage pupils to join existing school choir.
· Continue with Ukelele club.

	Summer 

Prepare for End-of-Year Performances
· Begin preparing pupils for an end-of-year performance.
· Use this as an opportunity for St Boniface pupils to showcase their progress, playing instruments and demonstrating their skills in front of an audience.
Focus on Composition and Independent Work
· Encourage independent music-making, where pupils can create their own short compositions using the instruments and knowledge they've gained.
· Continue to develop aural skills with more complex listening tasks, asking pupils to compare and contrast different musical pieces or genres.
End-of-Year Assessment and Reflection
· Conduct summative assessments, on Get set 4 music. 
Consolidate Knowledge and Prepare for the Next Stage
· Reinforce key concepts learned over the year to ensure a solid foundation for progression into the next year.
· Prepare transition materials for the next teacher or year group, including a summary of each pupil's musical development, strengths, and areas to improve.
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
