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Religious Education Curriculum 
At St Boniface, the planned and taught Religious Education curriculum is guided by the Religious Education Curriculum Directory (3–19) for Catholic Schools and Colleges, published by the Catholic Education Service (CES). This directory provides a clear framework to support high-quality teaching and learning in Religious Education within Catholic schools. We are also implementing To Know You More Clearly, the new Religious Education Directory (RED), which is being introduced across all primary schools nationally.
· St Boniface began adopting the RED in October 2025 in EYFS and KS1, while other classes continued to follow the Come and See programme, linked to the previous Religious Education Curriculum Directory, until December 2025. 
· From January 2026, the whole school transitioned to the RED, beginning with Branch 3, Galilee to Jerusalem.  
· In September 2025, the whole-school curriculum map for Religious Education was fully revised, with dedicated staff professional development to ensure confident and effective delivery.
· Planning is rooted in the RED model curriculum and enhanced through a range of high-quality diocesan and published resources (Lighting the Path) to enrich teaching and learning.
· Additional materials will continue to be incorporated to further strengthen planning and delivery as they become available.
· Religious Education remains a core subject and is allocated 10% of curriculum time in every class, reflecting its central importance within our Catholic school life.
This approach ensures that Religious Education at St Boniface is engaging, rigorous, and rooted firmly in our mission to nurture faith, knowledge, and spiritual growth in every child.
