It builds foundational knowledge and skills in emotional literacy, social interaction, and community awareness, essential for pupils from diverse and often disadvantaged backgrounds. The clear, incremental steps in relationship education and social responsibility align with the school’s commitment to early years provision and staff assessment expertise, fostering well-rounded personal development grounded in both faith and British societal values.
