Curriculum

English
In English, we will be studying The Lost Happy Endings by Carol Ann Duffy. This rich and imaginative text will allow the children to explore descriptive writing, characterisation, and atmosphere. Through this book, pupils will develop their inference skills and use ambitious vocabulary to create their own engaging pieces of writing.

Maths
In Maths, we will be focusing on area and perimeter, ensuring children understand how to calculate and apply these skills in different contexts. We will then move on to statistics, where pupils will interpret, draw and analyse graphs and data.

Science
Our Science topic this half term is Animals Including Humans, where children will learn about life cycles and the changes humans and animals go through as they grow and develop.

History and Geography
Our History topic on The Vikings and our Geography unit on The Lake District will continue this half term, building on the knowledge and skills already developed.
Alongside this, children will continue to take part in Spanish, Art/DT, PSHE, Music, RE and Computing as part of our wider curriculum.
