EAD – Early links to Art/DT
Children design a container for a seedling using recycled pots and craft materials. They decide how to decorate it and explore features that help plants grow (holes for drainage, enough space).
Plant seeds in small cups and decorate the pots with paints or stickers.
Create a growth chart using construction paper, showing a flower or plant “growing” from seed to bloom.
Make leaf rubbings with crayons or coloured pencils.
