English
Text focuses: Dear Zoo, The Jolly Postman and The Naught Bus.  

Dictation activities help children understand How People Help Us, linked to Dear Zoo, The Jolly Postman and The Naughty Bus. Children practise sequencing and using topic vocabulary about helpers such as the zookeeper, postman and bus driver. They write short sentences (e.g. “The postman brings letters.”). There is a growing expectation to use capital letters, finger spaces and full stops. Adults model through shared writing before moving to guided and independent dictation to build confidence and accuracy.

Continue supporting early writing and reading with Little Wandle phonics. 


 
 
 

UTW – Early Links to History
Recognise that some people in our community have important roles today and in the past (e.g. nurses, firefighters).
Compare jobs now and long ago.
(Links to KS1: understanding significant people in history and how roles have changed.)
 

UTW – Early Links to Geography 
Recognise a wider range of roles in the community—nurses, firefighters, police, postal workers, shop workers.
Understand how these people support our community.
Talk about aspirations: "What would you like to be when you grow up?"

UTW - Early links to science:


Big idea: How people use science to help us; simple push/pull investigations.
Learning activities: Visits / visitors (paramedic, gardener) or role-play; build stable structures from different materials; investigate ramps and rolling; predict which objects will roll fastest.
Skills: designing, predicting, explaining results orally.



EAD – Early links to Art/DT
Draw and colour a “community helpers” collage (firefighters, doctors, teachers, etc.).
Make simple puppets of community helpers using paper, popsicle sticks, and markers.
Paint handprints and turn them into “helping hands” with symbols of different jobs.
Children choose a vehicle (ambulance, fire engine, police car) and build it using boxes and wheels (bottle tops or dowel axles). They add sirens, ladders, or symbols using craft materials.
