

Dear Parents and Carers,
Welcome back to school following the Easter break. We hope you all had a restful and enjoyable holiday.
This half term, our topic is People Who Help Us at Home and in Our Local Community. Through this learning, children will develop an understanding of the roles different people play in supporting our daily lives. They will explore how these individuals contribute to keeping us safe, healthy, and supported, while also helping children to build respect for others and an awareness of the wider community around them.
As part of this topic, the children will learn about a range of jobs within our school and local area, such as bus drivers and cooks, and begin to understand how these roles help us.
In Art, we will be focusing on drawing people who help us and exploring how colours can be used to represent different uniforms.
In Design and Technology, the children will be developing skills such as ripping and tearing paper for effect, as well as learning different ways to join materials.
In Maths, we will be exploring 2D and 3D shapes, solving problems within 5, comparing measures and quantities, and developing understanding of composition, symbols, and marks.
In Phonics, we will be learning the phonemes: j, v, w, y, z, ch, ck, x, sh, th, ng, nk.
Our PE day this half term is Thursday. Please ensure that your child comes to school wearing their PE kit on this day. The correct kit is a white T-shirt, navy shorts or joggers, and black pumps.
Finally, please ensure that your child brings a water bottle to school every day containing fresh water only (no juice).
