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	History – People Who Help Us
Children will learn about people who help us now and in the past, such as doctors, nurses, firefighters and police officers. They will look at pictures and talk about how these jobs may have been different a long time ago, for example how firefighters used buckets of water instead of fire engines. Children will share their own experiences of people who have helped them and begin to understand that things can change over time. This supports early historical thinking by helping children talk about the past and compare it to life today.
	Geography – To recognise people have different jobs in our school and local area
Children will learn about the different people who help us in our school and local area, such as bus drivers and cooks. They will talk about what these people do and why their jobs are important, helping children understand their community and the roles people play within it.

	Science – Glow stick experiment
Children will take part in a simple experiment using glow sticks and jars of water. They will predict what they think will happen when the glow sticks are added to the water and observe any changes, encouraging curiosity, discussion, and early scientific thinking.

	 Art – Exploring colour through emergency workers’ uniforms
Children will explore and respond to colour by matching the correct colours of emergency workers’ uniforms to pictures. They will collect, sort, and match colours, developing their understanding of colour while strengthening observation and fine motor skills.
 
	 Design and Technology – Cut and stick doctor’s bag
Children will develop their fine motor skills by tearing and folding paper during a cut-and-stick doctor’s bag activity. They will practise handling materials carefully and learn how to join pieces together to create their finished work.
	 Phonics 
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	Maths - During Spring 2, children will continue to develop their early number skills through practical, play-based activities. They will focus on counting reliably, recognising small quantities without counting, and beginning to compare numbers using language such as more, fewer and equal. Children will explore patterns and begin to notice repetition in shapes, objects and movements. They will also develop their understanding of shape by exploring and talking about common 2D and 3D shapes, and use positional language to describe where objects are in relation to others. Through songs, stories and hands-on experiences, children will build confidence in using mathematical language and applying maths to everyday situations.
