PE Days- Children will have P.E each Monday afternoon. P.E kits should consist of a white t-shirt, black or navy shorts, and black pumps for PE. When appropriate, children can wear a plain black or navy jumper and pants for their winter PE kit. This half term, we are dancing! Please can pupils come into school each Monday in their P.E kit? 

Water Bottles - Children are encouraged to bring a labelled water bottle to school each day!
