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	1.  We believe that everybody should be included.   
The kinds of special educational needs for which provision is made at our school is:-

· Cognition and Learning – Moderate Learning Difficulties; Specific Learning Difficulties; Dyslexia; Dyscalculia; Dyspraxia.

· Sensory, Medical and Physical – Diabetes; Asthma; Epilepsy; Visual Impairment; Hearing Impairment; Allergy 

· Communication and Interaction – Autistic Spectrum Disorder; Speech and Language Difficulties; Aspergers Syndrome; Autism

· Social, Emotional and Mental Health.
Our school is an inclusive school. Additional support is provided for SEND pupils in a variety of forms; teaching assistants/teacher, resources, small group/1-1 support, adaptive teaching, access to an extensive array of intervention programmes. Currently 23 % of our pupils have SEND. This is above national average. We have 3 children with an EHCP.  


	2. How we identify the needs of pupils with SEN at St Boniface Primary School
· The school follows the current Code of Practice for SEN (2014).

· We identify SEN through:-

a. Staff referrals

b. Parent referrals

c. Pupil Progress Reports

d. Testing

e. Information from the previous school or setting.
f. Information from other agencies


	3. How we provide for children with SEN at St Boniface Primary School and how we evaluate its success.
· We implement a graduated response model (Assess, Plan. Do and Review) and step up provision according to need.
· We believe in early intervention.

· We track individual’s progress and provide support that is additional to or different for any child who does not make the expected progress.

· We have a provision map (EDUKEY) that tracks progress and assesses the impact of our interventions.

· All provision is monitored by the Special Educational Needs Coordinator (SENCo) and the SEND Policy is reviewed annually. 
· Play plans and Individual Education Plans (IEP’s) are evaluated every term.
· The tracking of pupil’s progress against Early Years Foundation Stage/ National Curriculum Levels is completed termly.
· We conduct assessments that may be internal or are made on the advice of external agencies, such as the Educational Psychologist (EP) or Learning Support Services.
· Where pupils have an Educational Health and Care Plan we hold early and annual review meetings as appropriate. The review is every 6 months for a child under 5. 
How we assess and review progress
· Where other professionals are involved then regular multi agency meetings are held to evaluate findings and progress.
· Every teacher meets with the Head teacher/assistant head once a term to discuss every individual child in Pupil Progress Meetings. 
· We have termly meetings to write and review the IEP’s. 

· Playplans/IEP’s are evaluated 3 times per year.

 St Boniface’s approach to teaching pupils with SEN
· We believe at St Boniface school that...

All children are entitled to an education that enables them to:

Achieve the best possible educational and other outcomes, and become confident young children with a growing ability to communicate their own views and ready to make the transition into compulsory education (SEN Code of Practice 2014).
· We believe in a broad and balanced curriculum, with high expectations for every pupil, including children with English as a Second Language (EAL), children who are Gifted and Talented and children with medical needs.

· We aim to remove any barriers to learning.
· We believe that Quality First teaching is essential.
· We believe in making reasonable adjustments in order for any child to achieve his or her potential in line with our duties under the Single Equality Act (2010)

· We believe that provision for children with SEND is a matter for the school as a whole. All teachers are teachers of SEND (SEN Code of Practice 2014) and we endeavour to include every child in the life of the school.

 How we adapt the curriculum and learning environment

· We use Visual, Auditory and Kinaesthetic Teaching.
· Teachers use Visual Timetables and Mind-mapping in class.
· We provide small group teaching for Phonics and 1-1 tutoring in Mathematics and English.

· We have a Sensory room for EYFS and KS1 and ‘a Chill Out’ zone for KS2 pupils.
· We have Worry Monsters (EYFS/KS1) and Worry Boxes (KS2) in every class 
· We always act on the advice from external agencies.
· We have a software package to support children with Literacy and Maths difficulties. (IDL)
Additional support that is provided

· We provide a Nurture Group.

· We employ a Speech and Language Therapist (SALT) who attends the school weekly.

· We employ a Family Liaison Officer
· We employ a Caritas Social Worker
· We have a CAMHS worker (IREACH) 
· The school has 2 specialist trained Speech and Language Teaching Assistants 
· We can provide specialist programmes, for example: Socially Speaking (Autism), Little Wandle (Reading), ELKLAN (Speech and Language), Nessy Computer Programme (Dyslexia), Beat Dyslexia and IDL.
· We have specialist trained TA’s

· We have a Sensory Room 
Types of activities available to SEND pupils 

· All activities in school are available to all children including all extra- curricular activities; before and After School care and Residential Trips.
· We have a Nurture Group that helps children by teaching to share and develop friendships.
· We also have a school dog named Fudge.
· Nature Friendly School/Outdoor Learning 
· Forest School

· Sensory Room
Support available for improving the social development of SEND pupils

· We have specialist programmes for Children on the Autistic Spectrum – Time to Talk/Socially Speaking
· Each class has regular PSHE Lessons
· Lego Therapy Intervention

· Nurture Group
· Forest School

· Emotionally Available Adults
· Our children access outdoor learning where they develop confidence and self-esteem through hands on learning experiences in a natural environment. 
· Educational  Psychologist advice and guidance

· Learning Support Service advice and guidance

· CAMHS Support and guidance

· Social worker support and guidance

· Family support, guidance and signposting

· Strengths and Difficulties Questionnaires are used.

· Boxall Profile Questionnaires are used.

	9.     What to do if you have a complaint
· In the first instance you must speak to the class teacher.
· If unresolved contact the SENCO.
· In the unlikely event that this is not resolved then contact the Head Teacher.

· Finally in writing to the Chair of Governors.



	10.    How does the school involve outside agencies
· We have a School Nurse who is fully involved in the life of the school.

· We liaise closely with the school EP and Learning Support Services (LSS). Also relevant Health and Social Care Professional such as Hearing Impairment; Visual Impairment, Occupational Therapist; Speech and Language Therapist.

· School has been involved in a CAMHS/School Pilot scheme, which means that school can refer directly to CAMHS, which cuts back on waiting times for the child and family. 

· There are times when a family needs to be supported in order to help the child. We have a Family Liaison Officer who is here to help support parents. At times an Early Help Assessment may need to be completed. This is an assessment tool which looks at the whole family and helps to identify where the need is and who is best suited to offer support in that area. This is where we need to look at using other agencies within Children’s’ Services to provide skilled support for the entire family, thus helping the child

· Governors are notified annually on the progress of the SEND policy including involvement with outside agencies.
