📚 Curriculum Overview
English
This half term, we will be studying the book Earth Heroes, which links closely to our learning about the environment.
The children will be:
· Writing a biography about Sir David Attenborough
· Writing and delivering a persuasive speech about an environmental issue
· Writing a cinquain poem inspired by the environment
These units will continue to develop the children's writing skills while encouraging them to think about how they can make a positive difference to the world around them.
Maths
In Maths, we will be focusing on three key areas:
Decimals
· Add and subtract decimals
· Multiply and divide decimals
· Develop effective strategies for decimal calculations
Negative Numbers
· Understand negative numbers
· Count through zero in ones
· Compare and order negative numbers
Converting Units
· Convert kilograms and kilometres
· Convert units of length
· Interpret and use timetables
We will continue to build fluency and confidence through reasoning and problem-solving activities.
Science
Our Science topic is Reversible and Irreversible Changes. The children will investigate different materials and explore which changes can be reversed and which cannot, carrying out a range of practical investigations throughout the topic.
Geography
In Geography, we will continue our learning about Lytham St Annes. As part of this topic, we are very much looking forward to our field trip on Wednesday 24th June, where the children will have the opportunity to apply their geographical knowledge in a real-life setting.
Religious Education (RE)
Our RE topic this half term is Branch 6 – Dialogue and Encounter. The children will explore how people of different faiths and cultures can live together respectfully, learning about the importance of listening, understanding and building positive relationships with others.
Collective Worship
Collective Worship continues to be an important part of our school week. On Fridays, children will continue to take part in pupil-led collective worship, giving them the opportunity to plan, lead and reflect on worship. This helps to develop confidence while encouraging them to live out our school values.
Alongside this, children will continue to take part in Spanish, Art/DT, PSHE, Music and Computing as part of our wider curriculum.
