Long Term Learning
An art curriculum that builds on the EYFS specific area of learning Expressive Arts and Design. To use drawing, painting, printing and sculpture at each KS to develop and share pupils ideas and experiences.

Sequence of Learning
In EYFS children are daily exposed to multiple opportunities to sculpt, paint and draw using a variety of media. The revised art curriculum at St Boniface builds on these skills and is planned to harness those early experiences. By using different media appropriate to the year group will look at one topic and area of art and design in depth. They will become familiar with leading practitioners in that area of art. In Key Stage One, children focus on ceramics and printing. In Key Stage Two, they will focus on painting, collage, printing and sculpture having developed and built upon previous knowledge in line, colour, shape and form.
