Uniform
School uniform consists of a school jumper or cardigan, light blue shirt, grey/black trousers or skirt/pinafore and white, a tie, grey or black socks/tights, and black shoes. For PE days children will need a PE kit. The PE kit is a plain white tee shirt, blue shorts and black pumps. Please make sure that all items of uniform including PE kit are labelled clearly with your child’s name, can I also ask that you check your child’s jumpers to make sure that they have not accidentally brought home another child’s jumper. 
Don’t forget that Magic Monday’s children are allowed to be in their PE kit all day. 


After School Clubs
This is the last week for the current after school clubs. Next half term the clubs will change please keep checking ParentPay for them to go on.  From next half term to help cover the cost of the resources we will need to charge £1 per child per club. This will help us keep the after school extracurricular provision improving.
